Besides professional foreign language speaking tour guides, well-trained personal-care assistants accompany those requiring these services throughout the travel. Meanwhile, certified nurses can also be sent upon request. We also arrange the clients to attend cultural and business exchange activities with the local senior citizens, disabled persons and some celebrities.

Meanwhile, sign language interpreter trained though the China Disabled Peoples Federation would accompany those with hearing difficulties. For wheelchair users, slow walkers and the blind, we have a 1 to 1 travel guide for you. These personal care assistants help you get on/off vehicles, get over barriers etc. Further, certified nurses are also available when necessary.
Tours   We have inspected each route before hand to guarantee its accessibility for the physically challenged.
